A Selection Committee reviews the nomination forms and selects a maximum 
of 25 nominees to be presented to the MSCHF Board for approval.  Approved 
nominees will be inducted into the Hall of Fame at an Induction Luncheon held 
on October 15, 2026. Nominees receive a complimentary ticket to the 
luncheon, a membership certificate, a MSCHF lapel pin and a copy of the Blue 
Book that includes a photo of each honoree with a summary of their volunteer 
services. From the cadre of inductees, there will be a maximum of three 
honorees selected to receive the GERI Award given for extraordinary 
volunteerism.
